Nearly 400 entered for Masters and Para Canoe, more than 500 team members in the World
Championships which is a new participation record, of which we are very proud. 13 countries shared the
medals.

The Hungarian organizer had created a fantastic venue on the riverbank in the centre of the highly sport
friendly town of Gyor close to Budapest and Vienna in the centre of Europe. Thousands of spectators
followed the races along the river bank and from the grand stand at the start, finish and portage area.
Hungarian television transmitted live using 16 cameras along the course, and live streaming was produced
so that all those interested in canoeing all over the world could follow the exciting competitions.
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As expected some of the most spectacular races were Men’s and Women’s kayak, especially Men’s kayak
with fantastic fights and almost unbelievable sprint finishes determining the winners.
