Competition Rules and COPAC Canoe Slalom Competition Rules (race format and advancements). Boat stickers are 
mandatory for international races.

ACCREDITATION
	 Accreditation (credentials) will be required to access the venue and will be available at Accreditation entry point 
for registered athletes, coaches and team leaders. Accreditation and race information will be headquartered in the 
RIVERSPORT Whitewater Center.

	 The registration fee is $125 USD per Athlete (Aa), Team Leader (AC), Technical Staff (Ao), Medical Staff (Am), 
and includes a commemorative T-shirt and celebration meal after the completion of the PAN AMERICAN CANOE
SLALOM CHAMPIONSHIPS.

	 National Federations must pay registration fees for their athletes before 2 May. Late payment will be accepted 
until 5 May; however, the HOC will collect a $20 late fee per athlete after 2 May.
