enjoyable 17.6°C. April brings Tokyo a consistent average 

low-temperature of 10.6°C.

Rainfall

In April, the average relative humidity is 67%.

In April, the rain falls for 12.8 days. Throughout April, 39mm 

of precipitation is accumulated. Throughout the year, there 

are 134.5 rainfall days, and 425mm of precipitation is 

accumulated.
