Judges Seminar

The ICF judge’s seminar will happen from 2nd to 4th of October at the Powerhouse. The first 2.5 days will be
dedicated to learning and training, last half day will be used for exams. 10 to 12 trainees will attend, they are
judges in their country or at international events.

Fees to apply to the seminar are set at 50€, accommodations are handled by applicants themselves.

fee is S55 Euros.

ICF will invoice each National Federation for the Judge’s fee and then the National Federation will choose to
invoice the athletes at their own discretion.

Anti-Doping Education

In line with ICF rules for ICF World Championships, ICF World Cups and ICF Ranking Races and Continental
Championships, every athlete, coach and support personnel must pass the relevant anti-doping online course on
the Anti-doping Education Learning Platform (ADEL) corresponding to their role: ICF (ADEL) online anti-doping
course. If someone has already completed the course, they do not have to re-take it. If you are unsure whether
you have completed the course, please contact your National Federation.

Opening Ceremony
The Opening Ceremony will take place on Saturday, October 7t at 6:30 (18:30) at The Phenix City Amphitheater
(508 Dillingham Street Phenix City, AL36867). Teams are asked to assemble and be ready at 7:00 (19:00) to parade.
Teams are asked to:
- Arrive in National Federation tracksuits and accreditation between 6:00 — 6:30 pm, ready to parade at
19:00.
- Assemble at 508 Dillingham Street Phenix City, AL 36867 (walking distance from campground)
- Nominate one female and one male per team for carry flag and country signage (both provided by HOC)
- Have entire team and leaders join the parade, plan to stay behind the flag throughout the parade
