The 80-hectare Vaires-sur-Marne lake was built in the late 1980s on the foundations of
former quarries to host the 1991 Sprint World Cup.

Today, it will be the venue for the Olympic Games in 2024 and is also a beautiful green
space where local people can come to walk and enjoy the associated sports facilities.

Major work has been carried out this year to bring the banks and markings up to the
standards set by the Olympic Games organizing committee.

Athletes access to the competition site : PARKING (cf page 11)
The organizing committee asks each nation to come and deposit their material in the
athletes' village (zone 4). This area will be secured throughout the competition. Boat racks
will also be installed.
The nations' car will have to be parked on the parking at the entrance of the competition
site (zone 8).

Public access to the competition site : PARKING/TICKETING
A parking area will be set up for the public on and around the competition site.
Access to the competition site is free for the public.
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Competition course:
• Length: 300 meters
• Width: 14meters
• Drop: 4,5 meters 
• Water flow during the World Cup: 13 m3
• 50-meter conveyor belt system

Training course: 200-meter, warm-up and cool-down area

• Chelles – white-water stadium (6km/15 minutes by car) 
• Cergy-Pontoise – white-water stadium (68 km/1h30 by car)
